The temple is also known for having one of the best-preserved roofs in Egypt, unique rooftop access through ancient
stairways, and a rare ancient calendar system carved into its walls.

The drive takes approximately one to one and a half hours through Upper Egypt countryside, passing local villages and
agricultural landscapes. 9:30 AM - Arrival at Dendera Temple Arrive at the Temple of Hathor in Dendera, one of Egypt’'s most
impressive temple complexes. Spend approximately two hours exploring the temple with your Egyptologist guide. During your
visit, you will discover: The beautifully preserved hypostyle hall Detailed carvings and hieroglyphic inscriptions Astronomical and
astrological ceiling scenes Cleopatra VIl and Caesarion depictions Ancient staircases leading toward rooftop sections Sacred
chambers and temple symbolism Unlike many Egyptian temples, Dendera remains remarkably intact, making it one of the best
places to understand how temples originally looked thousands of years ago. Traditional Local Lunch Following your temple visit,
enjoy a traditional Egyptian lunch prepared by a local family near the temple.
